BREAKING DOWN JOSH JACKSON’S FIRST STARTS

= R-freshman QB Josh Jackson put together some of the best stats for any first-year full-time starting QB
and any Tech freshman signal caller.

* With Tech's 38-0 victory vs. Old Dominion (9/283), Jackson became the first Tech QB since Logan
Thomas in 2011 to win his first four career starts.

= Before throwing his first career pick vs. ODU, Jackson’s 99 straight passing attempts without an
interception to start a career was the longest streak since Grant Noel's school record of 108 passes that
were thrown in starts between 1999 and 2001.

= Jackson became the first Virginia Tech QB since Grant Noel in 2001 to not throw an interception in his
first three career starts after the win over ECU (9/16).

= Jackson's 372 yards in the air at ECU were the most ever by a Hokie freshman in a game and the fifth
most by any Virginia Tech quarterback since 1987.

TD TRAVON RETURNS VS. UNC

* R-Junior RB Travon McMillian has continued to find paydirt in the early goings of the season’s second
half after picking up a receiving TD vs. North Carolina (10/21).

= The Woodbridge, Virginia native has logged five total touchdowns — three receiving, two rushing.

= McMillian has found the end zone in five of Tech’s seven games this season and has scored in eight of
the last 12 games dating back to 2016.

= Making his collegiate debut in a nationally televised primetime matchup against a ranked opponent in an
NFL stadium, redshirt freshman QB Josh Jackson helped Virginia Tech retain the Black Diamond Trophy
after accounting for 336 yards of total offense and two total TDs.

= Jackson, who threw for 253 yards and rushed for 101 yards, became the first Hokie QB since Logan
Thomas in 2013 to pass for 200+ yards and rush for 100+ yards.

= Jackson's rushing total was the most for a Tech QB making his debut since 1987.

= It was the second-most rushing yards for a Hokie QB making his first career start since Al Clark rushed
for 119 yards at Rutgers (8/30/97).

BLACKSBURG, VA. - Jerod Evans threw for a touchdown and ran for two
scores, but Virginia Tech turned the ball over four times and that was its undoing,
as the No. 18 Hokies fell 30-20 to Georgia Tech at Lane Stadium on Saturday.

With the loss, the Hokies fell to 7-3 overall, 5-2 in the ACC. Georgia Tech
moved to 6-4 overall, 3-4 in league play. Virginia Tech still can clinch the Coastal
Division crown with a win over Virginia in the regular-season finale.

The Hokies played one of their worst games of the season. They turned the
ball over four times, botched a short field-goal attempt, had a terrible snap right
before halftime that ultimately led to a Georgia Tech touchdown right before
halftime, allowed five sacks and gave up more than 300 yards rushing.

“We turned the ball over right from the start [on the opening kickoff] and
never got anything going,” Virginia Tech coach Justin Fuente said. “In the end, we
didn't play well enough. We didn't deserve to win the ball game. They did. Credit
to them.”

The Hokies cut a 20-0 deficit to 20-7 on a 5-yard touchdown pass from
Evans to Isaiah Ford with 12:30 left in the third quarter. They were in position to
cut into it even more on their next possession, driving to the Georgia Tech 35. But
Evans threw his second interception, ending the threat.

An Evans fumble in the fourth quarter led to a 56-yard touchdown run by
Marcus Marshall. The Yellow Jackets scored 17 points off turnovers.

Marshall rushed for 143 yards for the Yellow Jackets. Backup quarterback
Matthew Jordan, playing in place of an injury.

Evans threw for 316 yards and rushed for 75 to pace the Hokies.

VIRGINIA

LANE STADIUM - HOME OF THE HOKIES

Rising high into the mountainous sky of the New River Valley, Virginia Tech's
Lane Stadium enters its 53rd year of football competition in 2017. The Tech
football team has enjoyed over two decades of success, going to 24 straight
bowl games and winning 10 or more games eight straight seasons from 2004-
11. A big part of that success is the home-field advantage the Hokies enjoy at
Lane Stadium/Worsham Field.

Sitting at roughly 2,057 feet above sea level, the stadium is the second-
highest among all FBS schools in the eastern United States, trailing only
Appalachian State (3,300). Completed in 1965, Lane Stadium/Worsham Field
has gone through numerous changes, renovations and additions. But through
it all, it has always been regarded as one of the finest places to watch — and
toughest places for opponents to play — a college football game.

THE HOKIE STONE

Before each home football game, Virginia Tech football players and coaching
staff enter Lane Stadium through a tunnel. On the stadium-side entrance to
Worsham Field, they pass beneath a Hokie Stone, which they touch for good
luck and is flanked by these words: “For those who have passed. For those to
come ... Reach for Excellence.

ENTER SANDMAN

The history behind Virginia Tech's use of Metallica's “Enter Sandman”
started during the 2000 season. That summer, Tech added a new scoreboard
to Lane Stadium and the athletics marketing team decided to use the song for
an entrance video. The group considered “Welcome to the Jungle” by Guns
N’ Roses and “Sirius” by the Alan Parsons Project before settling on “Enter
Sandman.” As the song played on one chilly evening prior to team’s entrance,
members of the Marching Virginians began to jump up and down in rhythm in
an effort to stay warm. The Lane Stadium crowd followed suit and the jumping
hasn't stopped since.

= Those covering Hokie athletics are asked to refer to the university as simply “Virginia Tech.”

= Virginia Tech University, VPI and SU, VPI&SU, VT or VA Tech are not recognized names
and should not be used.

WHAT IS A HOKIE?

= That's the most frequently asked question
regarding Virginia Tech athletics. The answer
leads back to 1896 when Virginia Agricultural
and Mechanical College changed its name to
Virginia Polytechnic Institute.

= With the change came the necessity for writing
a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose
was held by the student body. Senior O.M. Stull
won first prize for his “Old Hokie" yell which still
is used today.

= Later, when asked if “Hokie" had any special
meaning, Stull explained the words he used had
no hidden or symbolic meaning, but had been
thought up in an effort to get attention.

= Hokie soon became a nickname for all Tech
teams and for those people loyal to Tech
athletics.

= Following is the “Old Hokie" yell in its original
form:

Hoki, Hoki, Hoki Hy!
Tech! Tech! V.P.L.!
