= The consensus 2016 ACC Coach of the Year, Fuente was also named the top first-year FBS head
coach in the nation by the Football Writers Assocation of America, sharing that honor with USC's Clay
Helton.

= Tech finished the 2016 season ranked No. 16 in both the AP Poll and the Coaches Poll, marking the
highest final mark for the Hokies since 2010 (No. 16 AP, No. 15 Coaches).

= Virginia Tech, Penn State, Colorado, West Virginia and Western Michigan all finished in the AP Top 25
after getting zero votes in the AP Preseason Poll.

= Tech's 10 wins were the team'’s most since 2011 and the most ever by a first-year Virginia Tech head
coach, surpassing the previous mark of nine wins by C.P. Miles in 1905.

= Fuente led Tech to its sixth ACC Coastal Division Title and its first since 2010, sending the Hokies to
the ACC Championship Game where Tech lost a narrow 42-35 decision to eventual national champion
Clemson.

* The Hokies did not lose consecutive games under Fuente in 2016 as the Hokies extended the nation's
longest active bowl streak with their 24th straight appearance.

= Under Fuente, the Hokies also extending their winning streak against Virginia to 13 straight games.

= Virginia Tech's 35-24 victory over Arkansas in the Belk Bowl marked the largest comeback in school
history. The Hokies were down 24-0 at halftime before scoring 35 unanswered points en route to victory,
making Fuente the initial coach to guide the Hokies to a bowl victory in his debut season.

= The Hokies broke 10 offensive single-season records in 2016, most notably registering school marks
for points (490), total first downs (330), TD passes (31), passing yards (3,660) and yards of total

= Among ACC squads, only Clemson (26.9) averaged more first downs per game than Virginia Tech

= The Hokies also returned to their dominant defensive ways in Fuente's debut campaign as Tech ranked
second in the nation in third-down defense (27.5%), while ranking fourth among Power Five squads in
tackles for loss (113.0) and fifth in opponent completion percentage (50.1).

= Virginia Tech also experienced a special teams’ resurgence as the Hokies returned to its Beamer Ball
roots, blocking four kicks (three FGs, one punt), while registering TDs on a punt return and a blocked
FG return.

BREAKING DOWN JOSH JACKSON’S FIRST STARTS

= R-freshman QB Josh Jackson put together some of the best stats for any first-year full-time starting QB
and any Tech freshman signal caller.

* With Tech's 38-0 victory vs. Old Dominion (9/283), Jackson became the first Tech QB since Logan
Thomas in 2011 to win his first four career starts.

= Before throwing his first career pick vs. ODU, Jackson’s 99 straight passing attempts without an
interception to start a career was the longest streak since Grant Noel's school record of 108 passes that
were thrown in starts between 1999 and 2001.

= Jackson became the first Virginia Tech QB since Grant Noel in 2001 to not throw an interception in his
first three career starts after the win over ECU (9/16).

= Jackson's 372 yards in the air at ECU were the most ever by a Hokie freshman in a game and the fifth
most by any Virginia Tech quarterback since 1987.

TD TRAVON STEPPING UP IN THE RETURN GAME

= R-Junior RB Travon McMillian has come on as a threat in the return game where he's averaging 26.7
yards per return.

= McMillian collected 208 all-purpose yards at Georgia Tech (11/11) that featured a 70-yard kick return.
= The Woodbridge, Virginia native has logged five total touchdowns this season — three receiving, two
rushing.

= He's currently tied for 13th at Virginia Tech since 1987 with 23 total TDs.

COLEMAN IS SLY AS FOX

= Redshirt sophomore RB Coleman Fox has been sneaky good out of the backfield for the Hokies where
he's averaging 5.9 yards per carry.

= Fox has led the Hokies in rushing three times this season vs. Old Dominion (9/23), vs. Clemson (9/30)
and vs. North Carolina (10/21).

= The Salem, Virginia native caught four passes for 13 yards out of the backfield and posted five carries
for 39 yards to lead the Hokies vs. Clemson (9/30).

= Making his collegiate debut in a nationally televised primetime matchup against a ranked opponent in an
NFL stadium, redshirt freshman QB Josh Jackson helped Virginia Tech retain the Black Diamond Trophy
after accounting for 336 yards of total offense and two total TDs.

= Jackson, who threw for 253 yards and rushed for 101 yards, became the first Hokie QB since Logan
Thomas in 2013 to pass for 200+ yards and rush for 100+ yards.

= Jackson's rushing total was the most for a Tech QB making his debut since 1987.

= It was the second-most rushing yards for a Hokie QB making his first career start since Al Clark rushed
for 119 yards at Rutgers (8/30/97).

* With the Hokies’ 24-8 victory over Duke (10/28), Tech improved to 98-1 when holding opponents to
10 points or fewer since Bud Foster took over as full-time defensive coordinator in 1996.

* Duke became the third ACC foe this season that the Lunch Pail Defense held to 10 points or fewer.
Tech has accomplished that feat in back-to-back seasons for the first time since 2009-10.

BLACKSBURG - Playing in his final game at Lane Stadium, Virginia Tech
running back Sam Rogers rushed for a career-high 105 yards and scored two
touchdowns, as the Hokies rolled to a 52-10 victory over rival Virginia on Saturday
afternoon to claim the Commonwealth Cup yet again.

The Hokies closed the regular season with wins in five of their final six games,
moving to 9-3 overall, 6-2 in the ACC. Tech beat Virginia (2-10, 1-7) for the 13th
straight time and for the 17th time in the past 18 meetings. The Cavaliers closed
the season with seven straight losses.

The Hokies already had clinched the ACC's Coastal Division crown for the
sixth time by virtue of North Carolina’s loss to NC State on Friday and thus had
earned a spot in the ACC title game next Saturday. With their nine wins, the
Hokies have registered their most wins in a season since recording 11 victories in
2011.

Rogers got the Hokies started with an 8-yard touchdown run late in the first
quarter, and following another Tech score, he added a 32-yard touchdown run
midway through the second quarter to push the lead to 21-0. Jerod Evans’ 1-yard
touchdown run right before halftime gave the Hokies a 28-point lead — their
largest halftime lead in the series since 2001.

Things only got worse. Virginia went three-and-out on its first drive to start
the second half, and then the Hokies scored on their first offensive play when
Jerod Evans hit Bucky Hodges for a 42-yard touchdown. That sparked a 24-point
quarter that put the game away.

Virginia turned the ball over three times in the game, one of which was
returned for a touchdown, and amassed just 247 yards against the Hokies’
defense. UVA played three quarterbacks who combined to complete just 13 of
36 for 139 yards, with a touchdown and two interceptions. Taquan Mizzell led the
Cavaliers with 113 yards rushing.

Rogers’ 100-yard performance as the first of his career, as the Hokies racked
up a season-high 289 yards rushing and finished with a season-high 579 total
yards.

VIRGINIA

LANE STADIUM - HOME OF THE HOKIES

Rising high into the mountainous sky of the New River Valley, Virginia Tech's
Lane Stadium enters its 53rd year of football competition in 2017. The Tech
football team has enjoyed over two decades of success, going to 24 straight
bowl games and winning 10 or more games eight straight seasons from 2004-
11. A big part of that success is the home-field advantage the Hokies enjoy at
Lane Stadium/Worsham Field.

Sitting at roughly 2,057 feet above sea level, the stadium is the second-
highest among all FBS schools in the eastern United States, trailing only
Appalachian State (3,300). Completed in 1965, Lane Stadium/Worsham Field
has gone through numerous changes, renovations and additions. But through
it all, it has always been regarded as one of the finest places to watch — and
toughest places for opponents to play — a college football game.

THE HOKIE STONE

Before each home football game, Virginia Tech football players and coaching
staff enter Lane Stadium through a tunnel. On the stadium-side entrance to
Worsham Field, they pass beneath a Hokie Stone, which they touch for good
luck and is flanked by these words: “For those who have passed. For those to
come ... Reach for Excellence.

ENTER SANDMAN

The history behind Virginia Tech's use of Metallica's “Enter Sandman”
started during the 2000 season. That summer, Tech added a new scoreboard
to Lane Stadium and the athletics marketing team decided to use the song for
an entrance video. The group considered “Welcome to the Jungle” by Guns
N’ Roses and “Sirius” by the Alan Parsons Project before settling on “Enter
Sandman.” As the song played on one chilly evening prior to team’s entrance,
members of the Marching Virginians began to jump up and down in rhythm in
an effort to stay warm. The Lane Stadium crowd followed suit and the jumping
hasn't stopped since.
