VT TO FACE OSU IN CAMPING WORLD BOWL           
• Virginia Tech extended its streak of consecutive bowl 
appearances to 25 straight seasons, the longest active 
streak recognized by the NCAA and a mark that ties as the 
third-longest in NCAA history. 

• The Hokies will face No. 17 Oklahoma State (9-3), 
marking the third time that Tech has met the Cowboys. 

• Tech registered a 34-32 win in Blacksburg (10/14/72),  

while OSU won a 24-16 decision in Stillwater (9/25/71). 

• VT returns to Camping World Stadium for a second 
consecutive season after suffering a narrow 42-35 loss 
to eventual national champion Clemson in the 2016 ACC 
Championship Game (12/3/16). 

• The contest will mark the first time the Hokies have faced 
a Big 12 opponent since the season opener, when the 
Hokies topped West Virginia at FedExField, 31-24 (9/3).

• Tech is seeking back-to-back 10-win seasons for the 
first time since rattling off eight straight campaigns with 
double-digit wins from 2004-11 under Frank Beamer.    

• The Hokies have won three consecutive bowl games and 
four of their past five. 

• The Tech’s current bowl streak began with a 45-20 win 
over Indiana in the 1993 Independence Bowl. 

• Oklahoma State is seeking its sixth 10-win season under 
head coach Mike Gundy. 

• The Cowboys posted a pair of wins over a pair of teams 
that were ranked in the top five of the AP Top 25 at the 
time they played – 50-39 over No. 22 West Virginia

• Virginia Tech is coming off a 10-0 win at Virginia, 
extending the Hokies’ streak of supremacy over UVA to 14 
consecutive Commonwealth Cup victories.

Kansas (11/25) and Iowa State (11/11), while suffering 
a 62-52 loss to Oklahoma (11/4) and a 45-40 setback 
against Kansas State (11/18).

VIRGINIA TECH VS. OKLAHOMA STATE: INSIDE THE SERIES
• Dec. 28 will see the third all-time meeting in the series between Oklahoma State and Virginia Tech.
• It’s been a little more than 45 years since the last time the two teams played on Oct. 14, 1972 in 
Blacksburg, a 34-32 upset victory for the Hokies over the 19th-ranked Cowboys.
• Oklahoma State’s No. 19 ranking in 1972 was the only time either team was ranked when playing one 
another.
• In October 1972, Richard Nixon was less than a month away from re-election, Frank Beamer was a 
graduate assistant at Maryland, Mike Gundy was five years old, Bud Foster was in eighth grade, Justin 
Fuente was four years away from being born.
• Virginia Tech radio analyst Mike Burnop, who was a tight end for the Hokies from 1970-72, played in 
both of those games against the Cowboys. Burnop caught two passes from QB Don Strock for 30 yards 
in the 34-32 victory in Blacksburg and registered seven catches for 80 yards in the 1971 contest in 
Stillwater.
• The backup quarterback to Don Strock in both of those games was current Arizona Cardinals head 
coach Bruce Arians.
• The Hokies are 1-1 vs. teams in the current configuration of the Big 12 in bowl games; a 24-21 loss to 
Kansas in the Orange Bowl (1/3/08) and a 28-10 victory vs. Texas in the Sugar Bowl (12/31/95).
• Fuente has led his teams to bowl games in each of the last four seasons. 
• Fuente is 2-0 all-time in bowl games; featuring the Hokies’ win over Arkansas in the Belk Bowl last 
season and Memphis’ victory over BYU in the 2014 Miami Beach Bowl.
• Despite guiding the Tigers to the 2015 Birmingham Bowl, Fuente did not coach in the game after 
accepting the head coaching job at Virginia Tech.

VIRGINIA TECH-OKLAHOMA STATE CONNECTIONS
• The connections between the Oklahoma State and Virginia Tech coaching staffs run deep, starting with 
the two head coaches.
• Justin Fuente looked up to Oklahoma State head coach Mike Gundy when he was one of the first 
passing quarterbacks at the high school level in Oklahoma. By the time Fuente got to Tulsa’s Union HS, 
he was being recruited by Gundy, who was then a graduate assistant with the Cowboys.
• Virginia Tech offensive line coach Vance Vice played with Gundy at Oklahoma State from 1986-88 
where the two won the 1987 Holiday Bowl and 1988 Liberty Bowl alongside Thurman Thomas and 
Barry Sanders. Vice is a native of Bristow, Oklahoma.
• Virginia Tech offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach Brad Cornelsen, a Texhoma, Okla. native, 
had two separate stints at Oklahoma State working with Gundy.
• Cornelsen worked as a graduate assistant from 2001-02 in Gundy’s first two seasons as assistant 
head coach and offensive coordinator. After a run on the staff at Illinois State, including a three-year 
period from 2003-06 working with Fuente, Cornelsen returned to Stillwater in 2008 to work for Gundy 
as a quality control analyst.
• Oklahoma State defensive analyst Bill Clay broke into coaching at Granby HS in Norfolk, Va., in 
1965-68 and later went on to coach linebackers at Virginia Tech in 1972, coincidentally, the last season 
when the Hokies and Pokes played.
• In other Oklahoma coaching connections, assistant head coach and safeties coach Galen Scott and 
wide receivers coach Holmon Wiggins both coached at Tulsa.
• The Camping World Bowl will also be a homecoming for Galen Scott, who’s an Orlando native.
• Prior to joining Virginia Tech, Assoc. AD for Strategic Communications Pete Moris served in a similar 
capacity at the University of Oklahoma (2012-15).

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• Head coach Justin Fuente has led the Hokies to a bowl for a second straight season under his guidance, 
extending Virginia Tech’s bowl streak to 25 consecutive seasons, the nation’s longest active streak which is 
tied as the third-longest in NCAA history.

• Fuente’s 19 wins are the most-ever by a Tech head coach in his first two seasons and are tied as the most by 
any active ACC head coach in his first two years at an ACC school. 

• Fuente is seeking to join Maryland’s Ralph Friedgen (2001-02) as only the second coach to post 10 wins in 
each of his initial two seasons at an ACC school.  

• A victory in the Camping World Bowl would give Tech back-to-back 10-win seasons for the first time since 
eight straight under Frank Beamer from 2004-11.  

• The consensus 2016 ACC Coach of the Year, Fuente was also named the top first-year FBS head coach in 
the nation by the Football Writers Assocation of America, sharing that honor with USC’s Clay Helton.

• Tech finished the 2016 season ranked No. 16 in both the AP Poll and the Coaches Poll, marking the highest 
final mark for the Hokies since 2010 (No. 16 AP, No. 15 Coaches).

• Virginia Tech, Penn State, Colorado, West Virginia and Western Michigan all finished in the AP Top 25 after 
getting zero votes in the AP Preseason Poll.

• Tech’s 10 wins were the team’s most since 2011 and the most ever by a first-year Virginia Tech head coach, 
surpassing the previous mark of nine wins by C.P. Miles in 1905. 

• Fuente led Tech to its sixth ACC Coastal Division Title and its first since 2010, sending the Hokies to the 
ACC Championship Game where Tech lost a narrow 42-35 decision to eventual national champion Clemson. 

• The Hokies did not lose consecutive games under Fuente in 2016 as the Hokies extended the nation’s 
longest active bowl streak with their 24th straight appearance. 

• Under Fuente, the Hokies have also extended their winning streak against Virginia to 14 straight games. 

• Virginia Tech’s 35-24 victory over Arkansas in the Belk Bowl marked the largest comeback in school history. 
The Hokies were down 24-0 at halftime before scoring 35 unanswered points en route to victory, making 
Fuente the initial coach to guide the Hokies to a bowl victory in his debut season.

• The Hokies broke 10 offensive single-season records in 2016, most notably registering school marks for 
points (490), total first downs (330), TD passes (31), passing yards (3,660) and yards of total offense (6,223). 

• Among ACC squads, only Clemson (26.9) averaged more first downs per game than Virginia Tech (23.6) in 
2016. 

• The Hokies also returned to their dominant defensive ways in Fuente’s debut campaign as Tech ranked 
second in the nation in third-down defense (27.5%), while ranking fourth among Power Five squads in tackles 
for loss (113.0) and fifth in opponent completion percentage (50.1). 

• Virginia Tech also experienced a special teams’ resurgence as the Hokies returned to its Beamer Ball roots, 
blocking four kicks (three FGs, one punt), while registering TDs on a punt return and a blocked FG return.

• R-freshman QB Josh Jackson put together some of the best stats for any first-year full-time starting QB 
and any Tech freshman signal caller. 
• With Tech’s 38-0 victory vs. Old Dominion (9/23), Jackson became the first Tech QB since Logan 
Thomas in 2011 to win his first four career starts.
• Before throwing his first career pick vs. ODU, Jackson’s 99 straight passing attempts without an 
interception to start a career was the longest streak since Grant Noel’s school record of 108 passes that 
were thrown in starts between 1999 and 2001.
• Jackson became the first Virginia Tech QB since Grant Noel in 2001 to not throw an interception in his 
first three career starts after the win over ECU (9/16).
• Jackson’s 372 yards in the air at ECU were the most ever by a Hokie freshman in a game and the fifth 
most by any Virginia Tech quarterback since 1987.

BUD’S DONUT SHOP: #LPD GETS FBS-BEST THIRD SHUTOUT AT UVA
• The Lunch Pail Defense is back among the top defenses in the nation and registered their third shutout 
of the season at Virginia (11/24) in the Commonwealth Clash.
• Tech’s three donuts this season are the most in the FBS and its most since 1998 when the #LPD also 
shutout three opponents.
• The Hokies only gave up five rushing yards at UVA, its lowest rushing total allowed since Rutgers had 
three rushing yards in the Russell Athletic Bowl (12/28/12).
• This season marks the 10th multi-shutout campaign in the Bud Foster Era (since 1987).
• The Hokies are now 99-1 since 1996 when holding opponents to 10 points or less.
• The #LPD has held foes to 10 points or less six times this season, its most since 2009 when Tech also 
held six team to 10 points or less.

TECH’S 4-8 DEFENSE: THE HOKIES’ ALL-CONFERENCE INTERIOR LINEMEN
• R-Sophomore DT Tim Settle (No. 4) and r-junior DT Ricky Walker (No. 8) are arguably two of the 
biggest players to wear single digit uniform numbers and are one of the top defensive tackle tandems in 
the nation.
• Virginia Tech, Miami and Clemson are the only three ACC teams to have multilple defensive linemen 
earn all-conference accolades.
• Settle, who came to Tech weighing north of 360 pounds but has slimmed down to 335, leads all ACC 
defensive tackles with 12.5 tackles for loss. Ten of his tackles behind the line scrimmage came against 
ACC opponents, which is tied for seventh in the conference.
• Known as the “Bell Cow” of the Lunch Pail Defense, Walker has put together a career year as a redshirt 
junior, setting personal bests with 12 starts, 27 total tackles, 10.5 tackles for loss and 3.5 sacks.

#LPD SHOWS RED ZONE TOUGHNESS VS. PITT
• Bud Foster’s defense has been one of the best in the nation in the Red Zone this season and it was on 
full display on the final drive vs. Pitt (11/18).
• After DB Reggie Floyd made a game-saving tackle at Virginia Tech’s one-and-a-half yard line with 1:02 
to play, the Lunch Pail Defense went to work. 
• LB Andrew Motuapuaka assisted on two tackles for no gain on the first two downs, CB Greg Stroman 
broke up a pass on third down and Floyd and DB Khalil Ladler combined on a TFL on the game’s final 
play as the clock expired.

PRODUCTIVITY IS PRONOUNCED “MOTUAPUAKA”
• R-Senior LB Andrew Motuapuaka, the player that DC Bud Foster says most epitomizes the values 
of the Lunch Pail Defense, continues to be arguably the most productive player on the Virginia Tech 
defense.
• His six career fumble recoveries are the most of any Virginia Tech player since at least 1987.
• Motuapuaka is one of only three Hokies since 1987 to register 25+ career tackles for loss, 10+ sacks 
and 5+ interceptions.
• He’s also the only Tech player since 1987 to register five or more forced fumbles and 5+ fumble 
recoveries in a career.
• Against North Carolina, Motuapuaka led the Hokies with nine tackles to go along with 1.5 TFL, a pass 
breakup and his fifth career interception.

• The famed Virginia Tech Lunch Pail has come to symbolize the blue-collar approach of the Hokies’ 
defense under longtime defensive coordinator Bud Foster.

• In 1995, Foster served as co-defensive coordinator with Rod Sharpless, whose mother-in-law found 
the original Lunch Pail in Mercerville, New Jersey. The pail once belonged to a coal miner and after a 
record-setting defensive season, the Lunch Pail became an iconic part of Hokies’ lore. 

• The Pail travels wherever the Hokies go and its care is only entrusted to a defensive leader. 

• Before the start of every season, a signed mission statement from the defense is placed in The Pail. 
Then every week, unit goals, team goals and keys to success are placed in The Pail, plus the turf from 
any road victories. 

• Since 2007, The Pail has also contained the names of the 32 fallen Hokies taken in the April 16 
tragedy. 

• Darryl Tapp is the only player who has ever earned lifetime possession of an incarnation of The Pail 
from Foster.  

FACYSON GETS PDs RECORD VS. PITT
• R-Senior CB Brandon Facyson has quietly pieced together one of the most productive careers for a DB 
at Virginia Tech.
• Facyson’s pass breakup on the first drive vs. Pitt (11/20) gave him 43 for his career, eclipsing Brandon 
Flowers and Antone Exum for the most in program history since 1987.
• After posting 13 PDs and five interceptions to earn third-team All-ACC honors as a true freshman in 
2013, Facyson had five PDs in three games before suffering a season-ending injury.
• He earned a medical redshirt and had 10 pass breakups as a redshirt sophomore in 2015 and 11 in 
2016.
• He’s the only player on this year’s roster that played in 
2013 for a Hokies squad that went 8-5 overall and 5-3 in the 
ACC.

EDMUNDS BROTHERS ANCHOR THE #LPD
• Of all the combinations of brothers that have come through 
Blacksburg, perhaps no set of brothers have had an impact 
quite like the Edmunds’, Terrell and Tremaine.
• Terrell was a consensus Honorable Mention All-ACC 
pick as a redshirt sophomore after tying for fourth in the 
conference with four interceptions and finishing with 89 total 
tackles. He made the move from rover to free safety in the 
spring.
• Tremaine earned multiple accolades this offseason, including Preseason All-ACC and Preseason 
Second-Team All-America honors by Sports Illustrated, after a breakout 2016 season that saw him finish 
with 106 tackles, 18.5 TFL and 4.5 sacks.

#LPD ACCEPTS THE CHALLENGE VS. UNC
• The Tech defensive line was challenged by defensive coordinator Bud Foster and defensive line coach 
Charley Wiles to get to the QB vs. UNC (10/21). They answered in a big way.
• Led by defensive tackles Ricky Walker and Tim Settle, the Hokies set season highs with 13.0 tackles for 
loss and six sacks.
• Walker also had a 12-yard fumble return TD while DE Trevon Hill, who finished with six tackles and a 
sack, caused a fumble of his own.
• Overall, the Lunch Pail Defense scored two defensive TDs in the same game for the first time since at 
Boston College (10/18/08), a rare occurrence over the last 10 seasons.

THE HIDDEN SIDE OF BEAMERBALL
• The legs of K Joey Slye, K Brian Johnson and P Oscar Bradburn have proved to be critical in Virginia 
Tech’s success this season as they’ve given their opponents little room to breathe when starting drives 
offensively.
• Only Oklahoma (72), Auburn (61) and Arizona (58) have more touchbacks on kickoffs than Virginia 
Tech (57).
• The Hokies rank third among the Power Five with 265 kick return yards allowed and 16th with 42 
opponent punt return yards.
• Overall, the Hokies rank first in the Power Five with 307 total opponent return yards.
• The Hokies are winning the hidden yardage battle when comparing drive start averages; opponents 
average drive start is 23.5 while the Hokies average drive start is just over the 35-yard line.
• Special teams coordinator James Shibest was named 2017 Special Teams Coordinator of the Year by 
FootballScoop.com, marking the second time he’s won that honor.

STROMAN CLIMBING CHARTS FOR PUNT RETURNERS
• Senior PR Greg Stroman’s 91-yard punt return for a touchdown vs. North Carolina (10/21) helped 
propel him further up in Virginia Tech’s record book for punt returns. 
• Stroman now sits behind Eddie Royal for first all-time in punt return yards and moved into a tie for 
second in punt return TDs with Andre Davis and Frank Loria.

• On Dec. 12, 2016, the Virginia Tech Athletics Department announced the launching of a campaign entitled “Drive for 25,” with the 
department seeking to increase membership in the Virginia Tech Athletic Fund (aka the “Hokie Club”) to 25,000 members. That would 
make the Hokie Club the largest athletics fundraising group in the ACC.
• The impetus behind the Drive for 25 is to raise the financial resources needed to provide Virginia Tech student-athletes with the 
opportunities to continue their success in the classroom, in competition and in the community.
• The Hokie Club’s primary role in providing opportunities for student-athletes comes through the raising of money for scholarships, but 
tuition, fees and cost of attendance increases continue to climb. The department projects the scholarship bill for 2016-17 to be around 
$14.4 million, and the Hokie Club raised $11.5 million for scholarships last year.
• Legendary head football coach Frank Beamer, who retired at the conclusion of the 2016 season, will be the spokesperson for the campaign. Beamer is a 
longtime member of the Hokie Club and has contributed extensively to both athletics and academics at the university over three decades.

VIRGINIA TECH CELEBRATES 125 YEARS OF FOOTBALL
• The 2017 football season will mark the 125th year of Virginia Tech Football, with the first game being played on October 21, 
1892.
• The Hokies’ 59-7 victory over North Carolina (10/21) served as a fitting birthday present on the 125th anniversary of the first 
Virginia Tech football game.
• Virginia Tech has produced new in-game features showcasing fans and former student-athletes’ favorite games and memories. 
Virginia Tech will also be recognizing a group of former student-athletes at each home game.

FOOTBALL IS FAMILY AT VIRGINIA TECH
• The Virginia Tech football program prides itself on the family atmosphere it instills. That atmosphere hasn’t gone unnoticed as many sets of sons and brothers 
of former Hokies have followed in the footsteps of their fathers and older brothers and decided to play in Blacksburg. Since 1987, Tech has seen 25 sets of 
brothers (27 total) and seven fathers and their sons compete for the Hokies.

L A N E  S T A D I U M  -  H O M E  O F  T H E  H O K I E S
 Rising high into the mountainous sky of the New River Valley, Virginia Tech’s 
Lane Stadium enters its 53rd year of football competition in 2017. The Tech 
football team has enjoyed over two decades of success, going to 24 straight 
bowl games and winning 10 or more games eight straight seasons from 2004-
11. A big part of that success is the home-field advantage the Hokies enjoy at 
Lane Stadium/Worsham Field. 
 Sitting at roughly 2,057 feet above sea level, the stadium is the second-
highest among all FBS schools in the eastern United States, trailing only 
Appalachian State (3,300). Completed in 1965, Lane Stadium/Worsham Field 
has gone through numerous changes, renovations and additions. But through 
it all, it has always been regarded as one of the finest places to watch – and 
toughest places for opponents to play – a college football game.

T H E  H O K I E  S T O N E
 Before each home football game, Virginia Tech football players and coaching 
staff enter Lane Stadium through a tunnel. On the stadium-side entrance to 
Worsham Field, they pass beneath a Hokie Stone, which they touch for good 
luck and is flanked by these words: “For those who have passed. For those to 
come ... Reach for Excellence.

E N T E R  S A N D M A N
 The history behind Virginia Tech’s use of Metallica’s “Enter Sandman” 
started during the 2000 season. That summer, Tech added a new scoreboard 
to Lane Stadium and the athletics marketing team decided to use the song for 
an entrance video. The group considered “Welcome to the Jungle” by Guns 
N’ Roses and “Sirius” by the Alan Parsons Project before settling on “Enter 
Sandman.” As the song played on one chilly evening prior to the team’s entrance, 
members of the Marching Virginians began to jump up and down in rhythm in 
an effort to stay warm. The Lane Stadium crowd followed suit and the jumping 
hasn’t stopped since.

• Founded in 1872, as Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical College, the university changed its named 
to Virginia Polytechnic Institute in 1896. 
• Fans of the athletic department, as well as media covering the Hokies, shortened the name to VPI, 
but it eventually became Virginia Tech. 
• The “State University” was added in 1970 to bring the official title to what it is today.
• Those covering Hokie athletics are asked to refer to the university as simply “Virginia Tech.” 
• Virginia Tech University, VPI and SU, VPI&SU, VT or VA Tech are not recognized names 
and should not be used.

W H A T  I S  A  H O K I E ?
• That’s the most frequently asked question 
regarding Virginia Tech athletics. The answer 
leads back to 1896 when Virginia Agricultural 
and Mechanical College changed its name to 
Virginia Polytechnic Institute. 
 
• With the change came the necessity for writing 
a new cheer and a contest for such a purpose 
was held by the student body. Senior O.M. Stull 
won first prize for his “Old Hokie” yell which still 
is used today. 
 
• Later, when asked if “Hokie” had any special 
meaning, Stull explained the words he used had 
no hidden or symbolic meaning, but had been 
thought up in an effort to get attention. 

•  Hokie soon became a nickname for all Tech 
teams and for those people loyal to Tech 
athletics.

• Following is the “Old Hokie” yell in its original 
form:

Hoki, Hoki, Hoki Hy! 
Tech! Tech! V.P.I.!

 Virginia Tech quarterback Josh Jackson threw a touchdown pass and ran for a touch-
down pass in his collegiate debut and Cam Phillips had a career-high 138 yards receiving 
to lift the No. 21 Hokies to a 31-24 victory over No. 22 West Virginia in the season opener 
Friday evening at FedExField.
 Renewing a rivalry that had been dormant since 2005, the Hokies and Mountaineers 
went back and forth in the second half before Tech scored late to give the Hokies their 
eighth win over the Mountaineers in the past 11 meetings.
 “I don’t know where to start,” Tech coach Justin Fuente said. “I thought it was a well-
played football game for both teams. There was back and forth, and yards were hard to 
come by early in the game. Then it seemed like there was a spell there in the second half 
when both teams were moving the ball well, going back and forth.
 “I thought there were a bunch of people that contributed. Obviously, our coaching staff, 
and I think about the individual players. The guys on special teams doing there jobs, the 
guys on offense and defense contributing and we found a way to win the ball game.”
 With the game tied at 24, the Hokies took over at their own 18, and Jackson went to 
work. A 12-yard run, a 22-yard pass to Sean Savoy and a 46-yard run to the West Virginia 
2 ultimately set up Travon McMillian’s 3-yard touchdown run with 6:30 to go that gave Tech 
a 31-24 lead.
 West Virginia drove to the Tech 15 in the waning moments. With 2 seconds to go, 
WVU quarterback Will Grier threw a pass that fell incomplete in the back corner of the end 
zone. A West Virginia holding penalty would have negated the play anyway, and the Hokies 
celebrated.
 Jackson, a redshirt freshman from Ann Arbor, Michigan, completed 15 of 26 for 235 
yards and a score. He also rushed for 101 yards on a night when Tech finished with 469 
yards of total offense – and perhaps more importantly, no turnovers.
 Phillips caught seven passes for 138 yards and a touchdown.
 Grier threw for 371 yards and three scores for the Mountaineers.

GAME NOTES
• Trevon Hill’s first-half interception marked the first by a Tech defensive lineman since 
Corey Marshall intercepted a pass against Pittsburgh in 2014.
• Phillips’ 138 yards receiving yards surpassed his previous career high of 115, which came 
in the Hokies’ 35-24 victory over Arkansas in the Belk Bowl. The performance marked the 
third time in his career in which he registered more than 100 yards receiving.
• McMillian recorded his 15th career rushing touchdown when he scored what turned out 
to be the game winner against the Mountaineers. His 15 career rushing touchdowns rank 
fourth in the ACC among active players.
• Joey Slye registered a field goal and four extra points for a total of seven points. He now 
has 328 career points and needs just nine points to move past Lee Suggs into second 
place on Tech’s all-time list. He also needs just five field goals to move past Shayne 
Graham into the top spot for career field goals made. Graham hit 68 during his career from 
1996-99.
• Braxton Pfaff got the call at right guard for the Hokies, and the redshirt junior made his 
first career start.

 Greg Stroman returned a punt for a touchdown, Josh Jackson threw two touch-
down passes and the Hokies’ defense recorded a shutout, lifting No. 18 Virginia 
Tech to a 27-0 victory over Delaware in a non-conference game at Lane Stadium on 
Saturday.
 With the win, the Hokies moved to 2-0 on the season and 52-4 against non-con-
ference opponents at Lane Stadium since 1996. Delaware fell to 1-1 on the year.
 Tech’s defense held the Blue Hens to just 223 yards in helping coordinator Bud 
Foster record his 32nd shutout since taking over as the sole coordinator in 1996.
 “It’s hard to do nowadays,” Foster said. “I think Delaware has an outstanding 
football program. I felt going into this game … I’ve known Danny [Rocco] for a long 
time, and I know he doesn’t take that job unless he has a chance to do some special 
things there. You’re talking about a tradition-rich program. They are an experienced 
program – they got 19 starters returning and a lot of upperclassmen. So yes, I’m 
proud of our kids and how they played … It’s a credit to our kids.”
 Stroman broke a scoreless game late in the first quarter when he made a nice cut 
at the Virginia Tech 45 to dodge a would-be tackler and then went untouched 61 
yards for the score.
 “First thing I had to do was catch it,” Stroman said. “When I first looked upfield, a 
lot of guys just hadn’t been pinned, so I just hit and tried to go forward.”
 Tech quarterback Josh Jackson threw a 4-yard touchdown pass to Travon McMil-
lian and a 28-yard touchdown strike to Cam Phillips. Jackson completed 16 of 28 for 
222 yards and the two scores on the day.
 Jackson’s production came on a day in which the Hokies’ offense sputtered at 
times. Tech finished with just 303 yards.
 “Obviously, we have a lot of things we need to work on, but I’m proud of them and 
the way that they played,” Tech coach Justin Fuente said. “We got to get ready to go 
for the next one. Delaware, defensively, has a fine scheme. They know it well, they 
execute it very well and it gave us some problems offensively.”

GAME NOTES
• Stroman became the first player in Virginia Tech history to return a punt for a touchdown 

in three consecutive seasons. His three career punt returns for touchdowns rank tied 
for fourth in school history.

• Stroman’s punt return marked Tech’s 58th touchdown on special teams since 1987, 
including the 22nd via punt return.

• The Hokies are now 5-1 in their past six home openers and are 2-0 under Fuente.

 Virginia Tech receiver Cam Phillips set a school record for receptions in a game 
and quarterback Josh Jackson tied a school record with five touchdown passes to 
lead the No. 16 Hokies to a 64-17 non-conference victory over East Carolina at 
Dowdy-Ficklen Stadium on Saturday.
 With the win, the Hokies moved to 3-0 on the season. East Carolina fell to 0-3.
 Phillips caught 14 passes for 189 yards and three touchdowns. His 14 recep-
tions broke the school record of 13 shared by Nick Cullen (Southern Miss, 1990) 
and Donald Wayne Snell (Cincinnati, 1985).
 Jackson completed 24 of 31 for 372 yards. His five scoring tosses tied the school 
record previously held by Bryan Randall, who threw five in a triple overtime loss at 
Syracuse in 2002, and Jerod Evans, who threw five against BC last season.
 The Hokies trailed 17-7 in the second quarter, but a 10-yard touchdown pass 
from Jackson to Phillips started an avalanche of points. Tech scored 50 unanswered, 
including touchdowns on all five of its third-quarter possessions.
 Tech finished with 675 yards of total offense. It scored the most points and 
recorded the most total offense under head coach Justin Fuente.

GAME NOTES
• The Hokies scored on 11 of their 14 possessions against the Pirates. They scored 

on nine straight possessions at one stretch – with six possessions ending in 
touchdowns.

• Phillips’ 14 receptions gave him 192 for his career and enabled him to move past 
Jarrett Boykin (2008-11) into second place on the Hokies’ all-time list for career 
receptions. He needs just 19 more to move past Isaiah Ford for the school record.

• Phillips’ three touchdown receptions early in the second quarter marked the 13th, 
14th and 15th of his career. He moved into a tie for eighth place with Sidney Snell 
(1978-80) on the school’s all-time list.

• Joey Slye’s three field goals against the Pirates gave him 69 for his career, enabling 
him to become Tech’s all-time leader in career field goals. Slye broke Shayne 
Graham’s previous mark of 68 set from 1996-99.

• Speaking of Slye, his 15 points against ECU gave him 352 points for his career. He 
needs just 20 points to move past Graham and become the school’s all-time leader 
in that category.

 Virginia Tech tailback Steven Peoples scored three touchdowns, including two 
before halftime, and Tech’s defense notched its second shutout of the season, as the 
No. 13 Hokies gradually pulled away from Old Dominion, winning 38-0 in a non-con-
ference game played Saturday afternoon at Lane Stadium.
 With the win, Tech moved to 4-0 on the season – its first 4-0 start since 2011.

 Tech’s defense allowed Old Dominion to get past midfield just one time in the 
game. The Hokies held the Monarchs to 149 total yards.

• The game marked the first multiple-touchdown performance of Peoples’ career. 

The two receiving touchdowns marked the second and third of his career, while his 
rushing touchdown was his third.

• Tech has now scored 27 points off opponents’ turnovers through the first four games.

Dominion. He now has 29 for the season.

 The Tigers, though, put the game away nearly three minutes later when Dorian 
O’Daniel returned an interception 22 yards for the touchdown. Tech committed three 
turnovers in the game, which led to 14 Clemson points.
 Josh Jackson paced the Hokies, completing just 29 of 42 for 251 yards, with a 
touchdown and two interceptions. Behind Bryant, Clemson finished with 332 yards 
of offense.

 On Pittsburgh’s final drive of the game, it converted on fourth-and-4 when quar-
terback Kenny Pickett hit Jester Weah, who broke a tackle and raced to the Tech 1 
before Tech’s Reggie Floyd got him to the ground. That play set up a goal-line stand 
in which the Panthers couldn’t get the ball in the end zone on four attempts. On the 
final play of the game, Floyd and Khalil Ladler tackled Pittsburgh tailback Darrin Hall 
for a 3-yard loss, setting off a wild celebration.
 Phillips paced the Hokies with eight catches for 117 yards and the score. Josh 
Jackson completed just 17 of 37 for 218 yards, with a touchdown and an intercep-
tion. The Hokies finished with 375 yards of offense.
 Coming on in place of starter Ben DiNucci, Pickett completed 15 of 23 for 242 
yards and one interception.

 Virginia Tech quarterback Josh Jackson threw a third-quarter touchdown pass to 
Chris Cunningham, and the Hokies’ defense made it stand, as Tech shut out in-state 
rival Virginia 10-0 in the annual Commonwealth Clash game played Friday night at 
Scott Stadium.
 With the win, the Hokies beat their rivals for the 14th consecutive time. Tech moved 
to 9-3 overall on the season, 5-3 in the ACC, while Virginia fell to 6-6, 3-5.
 Virginia Tech’s defense played arguably its best game of the year, as the Hokies 
recorded their third shutout of the season and shut out the Cavaliers for the 15th time 
in the 99 meetings. The shutout also marked the third time in this 14-game winning 
streak.
 The Hokies held the Cavaliers to just 191 yards and sacked UVA quarterback Kurt 
Benkert four times. UVA averaged just 3.5 yards per play and converted just 4 of 15 
attempts on third down.
 The biggest play in the game came on the opening drive of the second half. On the 
second play of the half, Virginia’s Chris Sharp fumbled after taking a big hit from Tech’s 
Reggie Floyd. The Hokies’ Houshun Gaines recovered at the UVA 40.
 Tech wasted little time in capitalizing, going 40 yards in four plays. On third-and-3 
from the UVA 8 Jackson found Cunningham in the end zone for a touchdown that gave 
the Hokies a 10-0 lead.
 That was all that they needed on this evening. Virginia’s four remaining second-half 
drives ended in three punts and a turnover on downs.
 The Hokies’ only other score came on a 30-yard field goal by Brian Johnson in the 
second quarter.
 Tech finished with 345 yards of offense. Jackson completed 14 of 21 for 143 yards, 
with the touchdown and an interception. Steven Peoples, who had missed the previous 
three games, and DeShawn McClease each rushed for 71 yards.

He 
now leads the team in tackles (102), tackles for a loss (14), sacks (5.5) and forced 
fumbles (3).

• Cam Phillips hauled in a 23-yard reception toward the end of the first quarter, and that 
catch extended his school-record streak of catching at least one pass in a game to 39 
consecutive games. He finished with three catches for 46 yards.

• Hezekiah Grimsley, a true freshman receiver, made the first start of his career, and he 
caught a team-best five passes for 56 yards. He came into the game with just two 
receptions on the season.
